Jetta III / BMW III Series Conversion Kit Headlamp Install Instructions

Estimated Installation time:  2 1/3 – 3 hours

Tools/Materials Needed:





Cordless/Electric Drill w/ hex head bits





Phillips Screw Driver or bit/ Flathead Screw driver or bit





Channel locks/Pliers or Vice Grips





Wire strippers and crimpers





Paint Marker

STEP 1 – Remove Stock Lamps and Grill and Airbox
a. First you will need to remove the stock grill.  Raise the hood and notice the four long, vertical Phillips head screws at the front, above the bumper. Remove these screws. The grill with the “VW” emblem can now be removed by squeezing the plastic inserts at the top of the grill and pulling out.  There are also four tabs along the bottom of the grill that you will need to pry with a flat head screwdriver to remove the grill.  Now, that your grill is removed disconnect the stock wiring harnesses from each of the headlamps.  They may be tough to pull out, so you have to use a bit of force.  
b. Now locate the four bolts holding each of the stock head lamps in place, remove them using a hex bit.  *Note: Your grill will need to be removed to gain access to the lower bolts. 
c.  Remove the stock airbox by removing the Mass Air Flow Sensor Plug and clamp, the two rubber bands along the side of the air box, and the air input hose as well.   

STEP 2 – Prepare the E36 BMW Lamps for Install 

Now prepare the BMW Headlamps for install by using two of the small Phillips screws  and securing the large brackets to the inner two mounting holes on the headlamps as shown in figure 3.  *Notice one bracket is for passenger and one is for driver.
Next, place one of the headlamps inside of the car’s headlamp compartment bay and choose the optimum position for the lamp.  When you have decided on which postiition is the best use your marker pen and mark on the inside of the mounting holes located on the mounting bracket.  Now, remove the BMW headlamp from the headlight compartment.  Repeat this process for the other side.  You should now have marks on the sub frame of the vehicle for where the mounting bolts will be drilled;  Two on each side
STEP 3 – Drill  the Mounting Holes

Locate the large hex head self-tapering mounting bolts in your parts bag.  Using these bolts, drill into the sub-frame where you have marked with the paint marker.  After you have drilled through and your holes are in the correct positions take one of the BMW headlamps and place it back into the headlamp compartment.  Now use your large hex bolts and secure the bracket and lamp into place.   (Note:  The white washer spacers are for positioning the vertical position of the lamps if they need to be raised or lowered a bit).  

Now locate one of the small Phillips screws and screw one of the small brackets on to the headlamps assembly’s upper most mounting hole.  After the small bracket is secured, figure out the best position for the headlamp.  Then, use your paint marker and make a mark through the proper mounting hole onto the upper side frame of the vehicle.  Now use one of the smaller self-tapering hex head bolts to secure the lamp into your desired position.  Repeat this process for the other lamp.  (Note:  The foam adhesive is to place in between the body fender and any place where the lamps meet a rough surfaces or hard edges.)
STEP 4 - Wiring Instructions  (Orange-Ground / White/Black- High Beam / Yellow – Low Beam)
a.
Using your wire cutters cut the stock wiring plug from the wire harness to gain access of the wire leads. (If you don’t want to cut the stock wiring plugs you can use the enclosed blue wire splicers and go to step b.)   Next, strip each stock headlight wire about a 3/8”.    Now connect butt connectors to each of the leads on the stock headlight wire and crimp them down.   Now cut six sections of wire.  Four sections of wire 8” each and two sections of wire 4” each.   Connect the 8” sections of wire into the yellow and white/black colored wire harness leads, and the 4” sections of wire into the orange color lead using the other end of the butt connectors.   Now strip, connect, and crimp the push tabs to the other ends of the white/black and yellow wire leads only.  Now locate a butt connector.  Connect a butt connector to the remaining orange wire lead on each harness.  Goto Step C.
b.
Using the blue splicers push a blue splicer onto each of the three wires on both wire harnesses.  Then cut six sections of wire.  Four sections of wire 8” each and two sections of wire 4” each.  Push the 8” sections of wire into the yellow and white/black colored wire harness leads, and the 4” sections of wire into the orange color lead.  Now strip, connect, and crimp the push tabs to the other ends of the white/black and yellow leads only.    Now locate a butt connector.  Connect a butt connector to the remaining orange wire lead on each harness. 
c.  Now cut four 4” sections of wire and strip both ends of each wire.  Locate four push tabs.  Next, connect a push tab to the end of each of the four wires.  Now take two of the four wires and twist the ends together.   Do the same for the remaining two wires.  You should now have two V shaped wires with push tabs on the ends.  One V shaped wire for each harness, See figure 4.   Now push the twisted wire ends into the butt connectors that are the orange wire lead on the original harnesses.    Custom Wire Harness Complete!    Lastyl, use the wire diagram (figure 6) to push the push tabs onto the  correct spots on the BMW headlights.  Check for the functionality.

STEP 5 - Eyebrow Installation

Once the headlamps are secured, locate the enclosed eyebrows.  First remove the four nuts from the back of the brows.  Next Place the enclosed metal brackets and fit them overtop of the protruding bolts located on the back of each brow.   Place the seven-hole brackets on the middle of each the brows and the six hole brackets on the ends.  *see figure 2.   Next put the bolts back on and tighten down each of the four bolts with the washers on the back.   Now you’re ready to install them on the car.   Place the eyebrows with brackets  above the headlamps in the desired position and mark with your paint maker where you are going to bolt them down (carefully bend the tabs to achieve desired fit) Now use the enclosed screws and drill where you have marked.  Use the screws and washers to finish screwing down the brows.
